There are underspends/overspends in few activities as outlined in the attached expenditure
report. The brief explanation for these underspends/overspends for each division is as
follow:

Operating Income:

Council received $333,532 in operating income for Beswick which is leading to a variance of
$379,180. The major cause in variance is from Local Authority funding. Due to recently
adopted accounting standards, income can only be recognised from tied funds as projects
reach further stages of progress.

Operating Expenditure:
The total underspend in operating expenditure is $340,556. The major cause in underspend
is from Contract and Materials due to less expenditure incurred for Local Authority Projects
and roads maintenance.

Capital Expenditure:
The total underspend for capital expenditure is $193,663. Please see the project register for
further detail.
