Each year the budget considers the previous year but is a prediction on 
what will be spent in the coming year, so the figures are not directly comparable.  The

BACKGROUND 
Council Engineers have undertaken road inspections on the unsealed access road to the 
community and have identified there is a significant loss of gravel causing exposure of sub-
grade to the traffic and formation of corrugations at various sections.  
 
Based on the audit, it was proposed that gravel re-sheeting of approximately ten kilometres 
be conducted on various sections to restore the pavement to desired condition.   
 
In the Roads Committee Meeting held on 24 March 2020, the Roads Committee has referred 
to Council to approve the estimated budget to undertake gravel re-sheet works ï Council 
approved a Budget Allocation for these works.  

ISSUES/OPTIONS/SWOT 
Roper Gulf Regional Council (RGRC) has invited for submissions from all the suppliers and 
contractors within the Northern Territory. A public tender was released on Tenderlink for four 
weeks before closing on 3 July 2020.  
 
Tender Evaluation Report was prepared and submitted to the Council recommending to 
award the contract to the successful tenderer.  
 
Works are expected to commence in mid- August 2020 following the resolution of the 
Council.  
 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 
Council has allocated a budget of $500,000 towards the project.

The total overspend under this division is $1,030. The main activity contributing to this 
overspend is 314 ï Service Fee ï CDP. The expenses are essentially from the financial year 
2018-19 but were incurred last financial year due to booking and payment timing. 
 
Infrastructure Services & Planning Division: 
The total underspend under this division is $74,771. The major activity contributing to this 
underspend is Activity 138 ï Local Authority Project ($43,544). Please see project register 
for further information. 

 
Community Services & Engagement Division: 
The total underspend under this division is $97,491. The major activity contributing to this 
underspend is Activity 344 ï Commonwealth Home Support Program ($39,743) and is 
mostly due to non-incurred expenses for tools and equipment.
